Single -stream recycling is a process in
which materials are collected all mixed
together with no sorting required by in-
dividual recyclers.

Cans and bottles can now be
recycled together with newspaper,
cardboard, and other materials!

What Are Potential Advantages
To Single-Stream Collection?

e Single-streaming makes collection easy
and convenient for residents, which
typically means increased participation
and more material diverted from the
landfill.

e Single-streaming reduces collection
costs by decreasing the number of trips
made to the recycling center.

« Single-streaming allows for more paper
grades; such as junk mail, telephone
books and mixed residential paper.

e Single-stream recycling will also help
offset the rising cost of waste disposal.
